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Thank you, Mr. President.  Since I have heard a baseless allegation against my country by the representative of Zionist regime, a regime which has based its policies, practices and behavior on occupation, state terrorism, torture, violence, bloodshed and non-challenged to the international law, I would like to place on record that this is yet another preposterous and indeed well-worn practice by this regime to distract the international community's attention from its criminal policies and abhorrent atrocities in the region including its heinous crimes against the people of Palestine.
Mr. President, there are no -- there are rarely any human rights principles that are not systematically violated by the Israeli regime.  Various UN resolutions and numerous reports of the United Nations, including the recent report of the Committee on the Exercise of the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People attest to the bitter fact that this regime has no respect for the basic values of civilized war nor it respects the fundamental human rights principle on which the world community functions.
It is therefore high time for the international community to urgently evade and to counter the Israeli regime's inhuman policies and practices in imposing humanitarian disaster on the defenseless Palestinian people in all Palestinian territories.  The Islamic Republic of Iran continues to emphasize the inalienable rights of the Palestinian people who have been suffering from the occupation and suppression by the Zionist regime for decades and stresses the importance of recognition by the international community of the Palestinian inalienable rights for self-defense vis-à-vis foreign occupation and aggression.
