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Special Meeting of the Committee on the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People in Observance of the International Day of Solidarity with the Palestinian People

AM Session: November 24, 2014

Mr. Mohamed Ould Abdel Aziz, President of Mauritania, and current chairperson of the African Union (message delivered by Sidi Mohamed Boubacar)

Mr. Chairman, President of the Security Council, representative of Palestine to the United States, as observer, I have the honor to read you the message of His Excellency, the President of the Islamic Republic of Mauritania, current President of the African Union, Mr. Mohammed Ould Abdel Aziz.  

The General Assembly of the United Nations on November 29, 1947 adopted resolution 182, the partition plan, which provided Palestine would have two states.  It is only the state of Israel which has emerged over the last 67 years.  

The Palestinian people, which counts more than 8 million persons, continues enduring the horrors of the occupation of Israel since 1967, including East Jerusalem and were condemned to live in refugee camps in neighboring Arab countries.

The situation of the Palestinian people is of increasing concern.  They are attacked by Israel, including the attacks on Gaza, which was extremely violent.  They have lost all credibility with regard to any efforts for peace.  This has led to settlements being placed in the occupied territories, and this represents a serious violation of Palestinian's rights, whose houses are destroyed and whose property is seized and who are deprived of any movement.  All of these practices violate international law and prevent a peaceful and just solution to peace in the Middle East.  

The settlements policy, which prevent efforts of reconciliations deployed by the Palestinians and threaten the results, which the Palestinians have achieved without which there can be no lasting peace.  The African Union is continuing its effort in the context of the peace process to find a solution recommended by the United Nations and the Arab peace initiative in order to establish a sovereign and independent Palestinian state on the basis of the pre-1967 borders with its capital Al Quds Al Sharif.

The African Union recalls that the broad outlines to a just and lasting solution are known for many years.  They are included in the resolutions of the Security Council, the Madrid conference, the Oslo agreements, the Arab peace initiative, the roadmap and existing agreements ratified by the two parties.   

The African Union support all efforts aimed at allowing the Palestinian people to recover all their rights, and the African Union appeals to the international community to make everything possible to achieve a peace and to find a just and lasting and global solution.
