Closing statement of the President – Monday 18 June 2007, 0:00 - 0:05

I would like to apologize; I would like to apologize.

First of all, I would like to express my deepest apologies to each and every one of you for the time that you have had to remain in the room because of the uncertainty that prevailed today.
I would also like to thank all those who have participated in this process throughout the entire year and, in particular, in the last few stages; each and every one of the delegations that have made possible for me to announce that there is an agreement on a final text which will be circulated in a few moments in the room and which encompasses all of the institutional arrangements.
It is my understanding that there will also be agreement in the same form on the Code of Conduct and the other matters that we had to take up and were still pending.

But I think it is inappropriate to proceed with this exercise. It is, in fact, literally   impossible because of the logistic difficulties and I would like to propose that you accept this text as a compromise on the understanding that it includes also the Code of Conduct and that tomorrow the Council can take action on them. If I hear no objections, it is so decided. [gavel]
With your permission I would ask you then to allow me to suspend or to adjourn the meeting. I think it is the right thing to do and I would like to reaffirm again my thanks to all, but I could not forget the High Commissioner, the Deputy High Commissioner, Eric Tistounet and the entire team of the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights. They have made an extraordinary effort.
I would also like to thank the Director General who has allowed us has to have exceptional services, extraordinary services which was a personal effort made by him to help us to reach an agreement at this late hour of the night. And I think this should all be duly reflected in statements [and this includes whatever statements] members or observers may wish to make during the course of tomorrow. 
So, on this understanding, I would adjourn the meeting without giving the floor to anyone. It is so agreed. [gavel]
